As you will know, Newcastle City Council held a public consultation on the future of Walker
Riverside from 1 September to 12 October 2005 to ask people’s views on what future
regeneration activity they would like to see happen in Walker Riverside over the next 10 to
15 years.

The results of that consultation are included in this special edition of
Walker Eye.

Update on Newcastle City Council

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This graph shows the amount of people who
supported which option for Walker Riverside.
As you can see, 22% of people supported the
Major Impact option (option 3), and a further
42% of people indicated that Newcastle City
Council should pursue a level of regeneration
that would offer even more services,
housing and improvements than that
proposed under option 3. This means a total
of almost 64% would like to see major
regeneration activity in Walker Riverside.

These figures can be further broken down
by neighbourhoods within Walker Riverside,

showing what percentage of people
supported the Major Impact option or more.
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As you can see, at a neighbourhood level,
people generally agreed with the options
outlined under option 3.

As you can see from the figures above
there is less support and some concern
around the proposals for Losh Terrace.  60%
of respondents from Losh Terrace indicated
that they would want Newcastle City Council
to pursue a policy of no new housing or
services.   However, respondents from the

Losh Terrace neighbourhood would like to
see the development or improvement of the
underused allotment land to the rear of their
houses.

There has also been no clear consensus as
to which school option to take forward in the
Churchwalk / Cambrian Dovercourt area and
more work will be carried out with the
schools themselves to come to a decision.

The new primary school in the Community
Focus area will either be on Walker Road or
Chalfont Road and further work will be
carried out with schools in this area to decide
which site this will be on.

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The information below is by neighbourhood
and for each one we have shown which
options will be included in the Area Action
Plan. The AAP is a planning document that
sets out the regeneration programme for the
next fifteen years and will form one of the
key documents by which applications for
planning permission will be assessed.
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To be included in the Area Action Plan:
" New townhouses on Walker Road
" New housing and open space between

West Walker Primary School and the gas
holder

" Redevelop the flats and shops on the side
of Church Street

" Redevelop the maisonettes on
Dovercourt Road
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" Wardroper House 
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To be included in the Area Action Plan:
" New housing at Walker baths
" New housing east of Lamb Street
" Redevelopment of Berry Close
" Negotiations with the Cumberland Arms

about relocating it and replacing it with
housing

" A new road serving Churchwalk
" New housing on the corner of Hexham

Avenue and Duncan Street
" Redevelopment of one tower block for

new housing (exact block still to be
determined)

" New housing on the bus terminus site,
but working closely with neighbouring
residents to ensure good quality local
open space and maintain privacy and
residential amenities if there is not a new
school there.

Local children were entertained by a magician
at the consultation events.

What will be included in the Area
Action Plan for the regeneration of
Walker Riverside?
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To be included in the Area Action Plan:
" New townhouses on Walker Road and

south of Readhead Drive
" A new school, either adjacent to Chalfont

Road or on Walker Road
" Clear five bungalows on Lancefield

Avenue to create a green link to the river
" Refurbish the Lightfoot Dome for

continued sports use
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To be included in the Area Action Plan:
" New houses on Walker Road
" New housing near gas holder
" New housing south of Evistone Gardens
" New housing on the site of the women’s

refuge
" New housing and open space on land

between West Walker School and the gas
holder

" New housing on the sites of St Anthony’s
School and potentially the Thomas
Gaughan Centre, but making sure new
service buildings are fully accessible to
the local community at Pottery Bank

" Selling some flats in S Anthony’s House to
fund improvements

" Redevelopment of Caldbeck Close and
part of Pottery Bank South for new
homes for sale and rent
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To be included in the Area Action Plan:
" Develop on land that was allotments

behind Bakewell Terrace
" Build new housing on land between

Walker Road and Chatsworth Gardens
" Build new housing to the rear of Kingston

Avenue and improve the remaining
green space
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After the consultation process, it was
recognised that more work needs to be
carried out in the next 12 months with
businesses and users in the Industrial Area
before firm proposals can be drawn up and
to ensure we have the right strategy for the
area. 

The majority of businesses did however
support significant improvements and
investment in the Riverside Industrial Park.

Looking at the plans for Church Walk.
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After the full Council has agreed the Area
Action Plan, there will be a six week
objection period where members of the

public are able to request that the Secretary
of State makes changes to the Area Action
Plan if they feel that the Plan has not been
produced in accordance with planning
guidance or will not produce sustainable
regeneration. Planning Aid will be on hand
to provide independent, professional
planning support to those wanting to make
representations. 

In September 2006, the Secretary of State
will appoint a Planning Inspector who will
look into any valid objections.

It is expected that the Area Action Plan

will be adopted by the Secretary of State in
February 2007, but this will not hold up
work on some of the earlier sites, including
those along Walker Road and at the
Cambrian.
